Powell: Bin Laden
tape ‘encourages’
coalition participation

WASHINGTON — Despite their apparent goal
of scaring the international community away from
supporting the coalition in Iraq, Secretary of State
Colin Powell said Oct. 19 that new tapes purport-
edly from Osamabin Laden will have the opposite
effect.

The Arab network Al Jazeera aired two audio
tapes Oct. 18. The speaker, believed to be the fu-
gitive a Qaedaleader, vowed more attacks by his
terror organization inside and outside the United
States, and labeled any countries helping the
American effort as targets.

Inaninterview with CNN’s John King, Powell said
thethreat will lead more countriesto begin or increase
military or financial aid tothe coalitionin Irag.

130" MHD helps Bagram make history

BAGRAM, Afghanistan—Thereisan
old adage that states those who don't
understand history are bound to repeat
it. For Army units in Bagram, a repeat
performance of past Army calamitiesis
unlikely because of the “understanding”
of the 130" Military History Detachment.

The 130", athree-man National Guard
unit out of North Carolina, isthe Army’s
conduit to understanding the welfare of
soldiers in Afghanistan.

“Our mission is to collect historical

information and material on Army units,”
said Maj. Ronnie Baugh, commander of
the 130" MHD. “We areresponsible for
recording the roles and missions of the
unitsin Afghanistan for the Army to un-
derstand how it’s using its resources and
how those resources are performing.”

The 130" is one of 26 active, reserve
and national guard Army components
that gather information about unitsto be
used for historical purposes.

In performing its mission, the 130th
collects artifacts, documents and inter-
views from soldiers to compile files on
unitsthat will ultimately finding it'sway
onto the pages of Army history.

“The information that we collect is
given to the Center for Military History,
the Center for Army L essons L earned and
Army museums. From [our information]
they convert materials into historical
items,” said Baugh. “We collect Ameri-
can troops weapons, uniforms, equip-
ment, maps, map overlays, fragmentary
orders from operations, and anything
else that tells the story of units' mis-
sion.”

Baugh noted that histeam helps units
to increasetheir history at the local level
by aiding them in keeping items they

Israeli airstrikes in Gaza

GAZACITY —TheU.S. State Depart-
ment cautioned Israel to avoid civilian ca-
sualties and collateral damage after fivels-
raeli airstrikesthat killed 11 people Mon-
day in Gaza.

About 130 peoplewerewounded in the
attacks Monday, a day after Palestinians
fired rocketsfrom northern Gazainto south-
ern Israel and killed three | sraeli troopsin
an ambush in the West Bank.

“We urge the government of Israel to
take all appropriate cautionsto prevent the
death and injury of innocent civilians and
damageto civilian and humanitarian infra-
structure,” deputy spokesman J. Adam
Ereli told CNN.

“We continue to make clear that while
Israel has aright to defend itself, we re-
main concerned of theimpact of itsactions
on innocent civilians, and we continue to
reiterate that view.”

Ereli added that the Bush administra-
tion also “reminds the Pal estinians of their
commitmentsto crack down onterror.” He
said officials at the U.S. Embassy in Tel
Aviv were monitoring the situation.

Palestinian security sources said the
fifth attack Monday was at the sameloca-
tion as the first strike of the day, which
Israel described as a weapons factory be-
longing to the Palestinian militant group
Hamas.

It was not immediately clear whether
anyone was killed or injured in the fifth
strike. Israeli military sources said the lat-
est attack was an effort to make sure the
Hamasfacility was destroyed.

Sniper suspects wins

right to defend himself

VIRGINIA BEACH, Va — Sniper sus-
pect John Allen Muhammad won the right
to defend himself Monday, then denied he
had anything to do with last October’s
shooting spree that left 10 people dead in
Virginia, Maryland and Washington, D.C.

“l had nothing at all to do with the
crimes. And they know this. And please
pay attention. My lifeand my son’'slifeis
ontheline,” Muhammad told jurors after a
lengthy discourse about the meaning of
“truth” and “lies.”

Muhammad, 42, frequently told people
that his alleged co-conspirator, 18-year-old
Lee Boyd Malvo, was his son, but pros-
ecutors say they are not related.

Hetold jurorsthat apparent truths can
be shown to be wrong, relating an inci-
dent in the Caribbean with his young
daughter.

He said he caught his daughter appar-
ently stealing chocolate cookies out of a
jar and sent her to her room crying. He
said his son later told him he had bought
cookies for his sister and told her to put
theremaining onesin the jar.

“1’mlocked up, I’'m denied my consti-
tutional rights — based on a guess,”
Muhammad said. “A guess is not enough
totakeahuman life.”

Muhammad is charged with the mur-
der of Dean Harold Meyers, 53, aVietham
combat veteran and engineer gunned
down October 9, 2002, as he refueled his
black Mazda at a Sunoco gas station in
Manassas, a Washington suburb in north-

ernVirginia

Meyers was the seventh victim in the
three-week shooting spree. Three other
people survived gunshot wounds suffered
during the spree.

Muhammad also is charged with ter-
rorism, conspiracy andillegal useof afire-
arm. He faces a possible death sentence if
convicted on the murder or terrorism
counts.

Muhammad and Malvo — who faces a
separatetrial beginning next month— were
arrested together Octaber 24, 2002, sleeping
inacar at ahighway rest stop in Maryland.

Prosecutors have said the shootings
werepart of aplot to extort $10 millionfrom
local and state governments.

WASHINGTON — Thelatest audiotape
purportedly from Osamabin Laden likely fea-
tured thevoice of thea Qaedaleader, aCIA
spokesman said Monday.

The spokesman said CIA officidsbelieve
thetapewasrecorded inthelast six months,
citing “ specific referencesto recent events.”
Among those was the mention of former
Pal estinian Prime Minister Mahmoud Abbas,
who resigned in September.

The tape aired Saturday on the Qatar-
based, Arabic-language TV newschannd Al-
Jazeera. Therecording threatened to launch
suicide attacks against the United Statesand
any countriesthat help itin Irag.
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“1 know that it now encouragesthem,” Powell said. “It might
have scared them in the past, but everybody now knows you
are not immune, you can't hide from it, you can’t walk away.
Heisathreat to all of us.

“And when you see these kinds of tapes,” he continued,
“it just reminds us that this kind of terrorist is still ontheface
of the earth, and we have to come together, and we have to do
even more with the exchange of law enforcement information,
intelligence information (and) the use of military forces. We all
have to come together.”

Earlier, in an interview on “Fox News Sunday” with Tony
Snow, Powell cited the passage Oct. 16 of United Nations Se-
curity Council Resolution 1511, which calls for international
support for reconstruction and multinational participationin a
stabilization forcein Iraqg.

“The real achievement of the resolution was to bring the
power of the Security Council, and, in turn, the United Na-
tions, behind the strategy that we are following,” Powell said.
He described that strategy as creation of a multinational force
and the transfer of sovereignty to Irag in a measured way as
Iraqi institutions become ready to accept authority. He added
the strategy avoids arbitrary deadlines, such as, “In the first
of January, we're out of here, and you've got your country
back, and we won’t have anything else to do with it.”

Powell praised the Security Council for passing the resol u-
tion unanimously.

“There were some nations who had some reservations about
that resolution, but nevertheless voted for it,” Powell said.
“And we now have the entire international community aligned
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with our policy of gradually — but as fast as we can, neverthe-
lessin a gradual way — restoring sovereignty to the people of
Iraq and coming home as fast as we can.

“But we'regoing to do it right,” he continued. “ And when
we have done it right, Iraq will be a better country, living in
peace with its neighbors.”

A democratically elected government in Iraq, Powell said,
would not threaten its neighbors, develop weapons of mass
destruction, create mass graves, destabilize the region or pro-
vide weapons to terrorists.

Also on Oct. 19, Powell spoke with Bob Schieffer, host of
the CBS program “Meet the Press.” In that interview, Powell
said he can’t predict whether the current American casualty
ratein lraqwill continue.

“| can't look into thefuture,” he said. “What's clear, though,
is that we still have a dangerous environment in Irag. There
are still remnants of the old regime who do not want to see
progress. But | am confident that our military leaders there
and the wonderful young men and women who are serving
their nation so proudly will ultimately get the security situa-
tion under control.”

The secretary added that over time, the new Iraqi police force
and army increasingly will take on security responsibilities.

“1t'sgoing to take ustime, and we haveto persevere, and therewill
be casualties— and we regret each and every one of them,” Powell
said. “But not one of these casualtiesisalifelost invain, or aninjury
sustained in vain. We are doing thisfor abetter world, a better region,
and | think history will beagood judge of ... not only our intentions,
but our accomplishments.”

Powell spoke from Bangkok, Thailand, where he accompa-
nied President Bush for an economic summit.

“We are focusing on the nation build-
ing stage of Afghanistan,” said Baugh.
“We arerecording information to tell the
story of reconstruction period of Af-
ghanistan. That’s our main concern.”

Along with the Army, the 130" inter-
actswith the U.S. Air Force and Marines
to gain information said Baugh, adding
that because Bagram is a coalition base
his unit plans on working with the coali-
tion countries to increase their story on
the rebuilding of Afghanistan.

The unit is scheduled to visit the
Kabul Military Training Center and docu-
ment the structure and training of the
Afghan National Army.

“The history unit of the Army has
been established since World War I, but

big push to capture the Army’s history
and its story [from within the organiza-
tion],” said Baugh. “Since that time [the
Army] has been committed to capturing
its history.”

Green noted that history detachments
are currently serving in Iraq and Bosnia.

A gatement fromtheU.S. military said Mullah Janan wascaptured by
Specid Forcessoldiersinan operationwithAfghan MilitiaForces(AMF)
near the U.S. base at Deh Rawud in Uruzgan province Sunday night.

“ Janan was observed leaving the area by codlition specid operations
forces” it said. “Hewas brought under control &t an AMF checkpoint as
he atempted to fleethe area”

The gtatement gave no further details.

Earlier this month an Afghan officid said a close aide to supreme
Taliban |eader Mullah Omar wasbeenkilled inaclashinthesouth of the
country in what was the second mgjor blow to the hard-line Idamic
movement in under amonth.

News of the death of Mullah Abdul Razzag Nafees— amember of
the 10-strong Taliban shura (council) formed in June— camejust days
after the Taliban confirmed that Mullah Abdur Rahim, its top military
commander in southern Afghanistan, had been killed.

The latest report comes after aperiod of Stepped up Taliban activity
that has seen the deeths of more than 300 people, including many
