Coalition planes
hit sites in Iraq
WASHINGTON —
Coalition aircraft patrol-
ling Iraq’s southern “no-
fly” zone attacked sev-
eral military targets
Wednesday in response
to hostile actions. U.S.
Central Command said
the strikes followed
ground fire from Iraqi
anti-aircraft artillery and
also were in response to
Iraq’s moving surface-to-
air missiles to a region
prohibited by a U.N.
mandate. The missile
batteries had been relo-
cated below the border
of the southern “no-fly”
zone imposed on Iraq.
Coalition aircraft, includ-
ing U.S. Navy F-18E
Super Hornets, used pre-
cision-guided weapons to
target two surface-to-air
missile systems and a
command and control
communications facility
about 6:30 a.m., ET. The
missile systems were
near Al Kut, Iraq, about
100 miles southeast of
Baghdad, and the com-
mand-and-control facil-
ity was near Tallil, about
160 miles southeast of
Baghdad.
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Tax forms to be
available online

WASHINGTON —
Defense Finance and Ac-
counting Service is put-
ting pay information at
the fingertips of the mili-
tary community.

Beginning in January,
the 2002 W2 tax forms
will be available online
through DFAS’ myPay
system.

A personal identifica-
tion number is needed to
access personal ac-
counts. Service members,
retirees and civilian em-

ployees who do not re-
member receiving their
PIN or do not remember
the number can go to
www.dfas.mil, and click
on myPay, which is un-
der the “Money Mat-
ters” heading.

Due to security rea-
sons PINs are mailed to
the recipients, and it
could take from three to
seven days to get the
number after the request
has been made, said
Catherine Ferguson, a
DFAS spokeswoman.

Fair prices can elude careless

KABUL, Afghanistan —
much?” a young soldier asks as he
inspects a vintage-looking musket.

that vendors at bazaars and
shops on Kabul’s Chicken
Street sometimes quote
high prices to Americans
because they believe sol-
diers have a lot of money.
“Fivedollars for the Af-
ghan people is a lot, but for
Americans, $5 isnota lot,”
he said. “So if something
costs $5, they’ll say $20. If
yousay $8, they’ll give it to

the items Afghan shop-
keepers sell come from Pa-
kistan, where one American
dollar is worth 60 Pakistani
rupies. That same dollar is
also worth 60,000 Afghanis.

He explained that no
price in an Afghan shop is
certain and that the first
price given should never be
accepted.

Maj. Robert, a civil af-
fairs officer at KMTC,
added that this same prin-

ment.

“When you’re using
U.S. funds, it’s almost
fraudulent to not try to get
the best deal,” he said.

For personal shopping,
Sarrwery said it is some-
times better to shop at a ba-
zaar rather than a shop.
Venders at bazaars are un-
der guidelines such as no
fighting and giving fair
prices.

So when a buyer wants
an item that the store
doesn’t have, the shop-

keeper will go next door and
buy it from another shop.
Butaside from watching for
high prices, shoppers must
also be careful of fake mer-
chandise. Some knives, for
instance, may be copies
made in Pakistan. The same
goes for other items, such
asjewelry, coins or muskets.

To avoid losing money,
potential buyers should re-
search the items before go-
ing shopping.

Even armed with this
knowledge, Sarrwery said

buyers should still beware.
He explained that some
shopkeepers divide their
merchandise into two parts
and try to convince the
buyer that one set is no
good, while trying to push
the other set that is usually
more expensive.

So does the soldier ac-
cept the price of the mus-
ket? No. Through patient
negotiation and the willing-
ness to walk away, he leaves
the shop with a musket that
costhim $100.

ANA training
continues at KMTC

KABUL, Afghanistan —
Twenty years of war have taken a
toll on the Kabul Military Training
Center.

Buildings bombed by the
Taliban and later by U.S. airstrikes
have been placed off-limits. Class-
room walls shout anti-American pro-
paganda. Each night comes with the
threat of an enemy rocket launch.

But despite the conditions,
people from all over the country are
coming here, striving to become a
member of the new Afghan National
Army. In the past seven months,
the academy has graduated three
battalions, with the 4" preparing to
join the ranks later this month. The
5" Battalion of the Afghan National
Army has begun basic rifle marks-
manship and potential soldiers are

already signing up for the 6" BANA.

“We were asked by the interim
government to come here and es-
tablish a professional military,” said
Sgt. 1 Class Mark, a Special Forces
soldier and 5" BANA instructor. For
security reasons, U.S. Special Forces
soldiers are referred to only by rank
and first name.

“The concept is like any other
concept: A professional military will
help bring stability to this country.
With stability, you have economic
growth,” Mark said.

The ANA is the first of its kind
in Afghanistan. The all-volunteer
force undergoes an intense 10-week
training program that includes weap-
ons training, infantry tactics and
classroom instruction.

For the first few weeks of train-
ing, Afghan cadre, with the assis-
tance of U.S. and French trainers,

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are the primary instructors. Later,
they take on specialty training, simi-
lar to U.S. Advanced Individual
Training. The U.S. forces taking
charge of the odd numbered battal-
ions and the French taking the even
numbers.

Throughout all of this training,
Master Sgt. Mo, also an SF soldier,
said one of the most important les-
sons learned is ethnic diversity. He
explained that the 5 BANA, which
boasts more than 600 people rang-
ing inage from the mid-20s to early
30s, consists of trainees of Tajik,
Darhi, Pashtu and Uzbek descent,
a first since the ANA’s inception.
Another first, he said, is that many
of the trainees were former
Mujahadin fighters, and some had
fought with the Soviets during their
occupation.

Mo credits much of this with
the change in recruiting practices.
He explained that the Minister of
Defense began an outreach pro-
gram to the various provinces in
Afghanistan and Uzbekistan. This
has given the 5 BANA the most
ethnically diverse makeup, com-
pared to former BANAs, comprised
of mostly locals.

“What separates this BANA
from any other BANA is that right
now, we have the best structure we

have had,” Mo said.

This has presented a challenge,
though. When the 5% BANA first
began, some trainees refused to
work with others because of their
ethnicity. Others, because they
couldn’t understand another’s lan-
guage, would shut down.

“We had about seven guys quit
because they didn’t understand the
language and the other guys were
making fun of them,” said Sgt. 1
Class Rob, a trainer with the 5
BANA.

Over time, he said the battalion
has learned to come together. In

fact, the trainees have begun to mo-
tivate each other to continue.

“No matter what the race, creed
or color, they’re all trying to work
with each other,” he said. “About
week and a half ago, some Pashtus
decided they didn’t want to be here.
Some Tajiks sat with them about 15
minutes arguing with them saying,
“You have to stay. This is our coun-

The instructors also helped
overcome this challenge by estab-
lishing from Day 1 thatall of the train-
ees would be treated the same.

“We told them coming into the

gate, “you no longer have any tribe,
you no longer have any family. The
ANA is your tribe,”” said Sgt. 1*
Class Lars, an SF soldier with the 5®
BANA. “They actually believe it;
they’re in there fighting for it.”

“A lot of these guys realize that
if they come together, this is their
one shot to change their country,”
Mo added. “Comments have been
made to us that it’s no longer about
the money, it’s no longer about
who’s who, it’s about can we really
make this work.”

The 5% BANA is set to graduate
around the end of the year.

eight feet high, creating a safety wall
between the players and vehicle traf-
fic. If the ball hits a container, then
it’s out-of-bounds, said Smith. The
hard, flat concrete surface is similar
to U. S. outdoor basketball courts.
However, no out-of-bounds lines,
three point lines, or foul lines are
painted on the concrete.

Like virtually all pick-up basket-
ball games in the U.S., the soldiers here
referee themselves.

“It’s all street ball rules,” said Spc.
Lawrence Cushionberry, a military
policeman. “I played a lot of basket-
ball back home. I enjoy it because it’s
good for morale and breaks up the day.
Running on Disney Road can get a
little boring sometimes, but this is fun.
I only wish we could get some cheer-
leaders out here.”

Soldiers said the games are short
and competitive.

“We usually play up to 11 or 15,
depending on the number of play-

ers,” added Smith.

“The competition is real good out
here,” said Pfc. James Mosley, an MP.
“Today is my first time out, and I'm
impressed. It feels good to geta good
sweat. It’s also a different way to get
some fitness in around here.”

Mosley said the basketball hoop
was a great idea. It builds camarade-
rie among the troops.

“As an MP check-point guard, I
see everybody that comes in and out
of the gate,” he said. “I know their
faces, but I don’t know them person-
ally.
