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said. “It sets priorities
in our Defense Depart-
ment in a critical, criti-
cal period for our coun-
try.”

He said military and
civilian members of the
department have two dif-
ficult tasks: fighting and
winning a war and trans-
forming the U.S. military
to win the “new kind of
war.” He said the United
States is facing unprec-
edented challenges and
the military is responding
with “unmatched tech-
nology, careful planning
and the finest traditions
of valor.”

He stated that the war
on terror has illustrated
the future face of warfare.
U.S. forces are now, and
must become, more agile,
mobile and lethal. U.S.
weapons are “smarter”
and tactics are more in-
ventive. He said these
priorities are reflected in
this year’s budget.

“You will see them
reflected in every mili-
tary budget I submit and
sign as your president,”
Bush said. “Now and in
the future, we will main-
tain a military that is
second to none.”

He said U.S. troops in
Afghanistan remain en-
gaged in a difficult mis-
sion. “We’re hunting
down trained killers —
and that’s all they are,
nothing but a bunch of
cold- blooded killers,”
Bush said. “Thanks to the
United States military,
the terrorist camps are
closed, many terrorists

have met their fates in the
caves and mountains of
Afghanistan and others
are now in custody.”

Yet many terrorists
remain at large and are
plotting in more than 60
countries around the
world, the president
said. The United States
will continue to track
these people and hunt
them down. “They think
they can run. They can’t
run far enough from the
long arm of justice of the
United States,” the
president said.

He said the same
thinking leads the
United States to oppose
Iraq, “a uniquely dan-
gerous regime that pos-
sesses the weapons of
mass murder, has used
those weapons and
could supply those
weapons to terrorists.”

He said U.N. inspec-
tors are not in Iraq “to
play hide-and- seek with
Saddam Hussein.” He
noted that inspectors do
not have the manpower
or the duty to uncover
weapons hidden some-
where in a vast country.

“The responsibility of
inspectors is simply to
confirm the evidence of
voluntary and total dis-
armament,” Bush said.

The president
stressed that any act of
delay, deception or defi-
ance will prove Hussein
is not complying with

United Nations resolu-
tions. The United States,
he said, will make one
judgment on the inspec-
tion process: has Saddam
Hussein changed his be-
havior of the last 11
years, and decided to co-
operate willingly or not.

“So far the signs are
not encouraging,” Bush
said. “A regime that fires
upon American and Brit-
ish pilots is not taking the
path of compliance. A re-
gime that sends letters
filled with protests and
falsehoods is not taking
the path of compliance.”

He stated that Iraq
must declare its weapons
of mass destruction and
missile program on or be-
fore Dec. 8. He said the
Iraqi dictator’s declara-
tion “must be accurate
and complete or he will
demonstrate that he has
chosen not to change
behavior.”

He said the United
States seeks peace and
that war is the last option
for confronting threats.

“Yet the temporary
peace of denial and look-
ing away from danger
would only be a prelude
to broader war and
greater horror,” he said.
“America will confront
gathering dangers early,
before our options be-
come limited and desper-
ate. By showing our re-
solve today, we’re build-
ing a future of peace.”

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Iraq promises declaration; U.S., U.N. dubious

BAGHDAD, Iraq — An Iraqi official said Tuesday his government would give the
United Nations a report on its weapons of mass destruction on Saturday — one day
ahead of the deadline set by the U.N. Security Council. But U.S. and U.N. officials
cautioned against assuming that Iraq ultimately would fully comply with Security

Council resolution 1441 giving it one last chance to disarm or face war.

S. Korea seeks more power over U.S. troops

SEOUL, South Korea — South Korean President Kim Dae-jung is planning a push for
greater legal jurisdiction over U.S. troops in South Korea after a deadly traffic accident earlier
this year which inflamed anti-American sentiment. Last week, President George W. Bush
joined along list of U.S. officials to apologize to South Korea following the June accident in
which a U.S. Army vehicle crushed two schoolgirls to death on a village road north of the
capital, Seoul. The accident, and the U.S. court martial acquittal of the vehicle’s driver and
navigator last month, have sparked street protests with activists rejecting the apologies and
demanding the withdrawal of 37,000 U.S. troops based in South Korea.

Jordan, Russell help Wizards end

six-game losing streak

WASHINGTON — In their latest episode of trading spaces, Michael Jor-
dan and Bryon Russell helped the Washington Wizards end their six-game
losing streak.

Jordan scored 25 points in his second game as a starter, and the man he
replaced in the lineup, Russell, matched his season-high with 16 points in a
103-78 rout of the Milwaukee Bucks on Tuesday night.

Etan Thomas matched a career-high with 14 points and had seven re-
bounds for the Wizards, who used their bench extensively. Jordan played 30
minutes in the one-sided game and sat down for good early in the four quarter.

Tim Thomas scored a season-high 17 points for the undermanned Bucks,
who played without Ray Allen and Toni Kukoc. Milwaukee, one of the best
shooting teams in the league, shot just 37 percent. Michael Redd was 6-for-16
from the field, Sam Cassell was 3-for-12, Anthony Mason was 2-for-7, and
Jason Caffey was 1-for-8.

Last week, Russell asked to be removed from the starting lineup because
his minutes were getting squeezed by Jordan’s early entry off the bench. With
their roles reserved, both looked more comfortable — and they teamed up for
the run that gave the Wizards the lead for good.

Jordan and Russell scored 27 consecutive Wizards points from the final
minute of the first quarter through the first seven minutes of the second
quarter, including all the points in a 16-5 run that put Washington ahead 42-29.

Notre Dame could be left out of any BCS
bowl games; Iowa clinches elusive spot

After a conference call meeting Tuesday between
league commissioners, bowl game executives and of-
ficials with the BCS, the Big Ten Conference an-
nounced that lowa has secured a spot in a BCS bowl
game.

And what that means, although not announced
by the Big Ten, is that if Washington State beats UCLA
this Saturday, therefore securing a spot in the Rose
Bowl, and Miami beats Virginia Tech to get into the
national title game at the Tostitos Fiesta Bowl, that
leaves Notre Dame out of any potential BCS bowl
game this season.

With Southern California being fourth in the latest
BCS standings, if both WSU and Miami win this week-
end, then the Trojans will be guaranteed an at-large
spot in a BCS bowl. That leaves just one at-large spot
left for the BCS bowl games, which are the Fiesta,
Rose, FedEx Orange and Nokia Sugar bowls. Exact
pairings for those game won’t be known until after
games this weekend.

Knicks win by 32

NEW YORK —Askedto
recall the last time the Knicks
had such an easy time, Latrell
Sprewell drew a blank.

I can’t even remember,”
Sprewell said. ’Tcan’teven tell
you when we had a big game
like that.”

Sprewell’s memory lapse
was understandable Monday
night following New York’s 125-
93 victory over Cleveland —
the Cavaliers’ 15th consecutive
loss.

Not since April 14, when
the Knicks beat Miami by 27
points for their 30th and final
victory of last season, had they
enjoyed such an easy win.

Allan Houston scored 29
points and Kurt Thomas had a
career-high six blocks to go
with 22 points for the Knicks,
who have put together their
first three-game winning streak
since January.

The Knicks surpassed the
100-point plateau for just the
second time this season in a
game that wasn’t close for the
final three quarters.

“We’re still going to have
problems because of our size,
but the team’s starting to real-
ize if we’re going to win games
then we’re going to have to play
a certain way,” coach Don
Chaney said.

Sprewell added 11 assists
and Howard Eisley had 10 for
the Knicks, who shot 53 per-
cent, led by Thomas’ 11-for-15
effort.

Dajuan Wagner had 25
points and 10 assists for the
Cavs, who are closing in on the
longest losing streak in fran-
chise history— 19 games dur-
ing the 1981-82 season.

EAST RUTHERFORD, N.J.
—Richard Jefferson bounced
back from a big blunder with 22
points and a career-high 14 re-
bounds Tuesday night to lead
the banged-up New Jersey Nets
to an 87-72 victory over the At-
lanta Hawks.

The victory was only the
second in five games for the
Nets, with one of those losses
largely to blame on Jefferson.

He missed two free throws
with New Jersey up by two
points with 9.8 seconds left in
Seattle on Sunday. Brent Barry
then hit a game-winning 3-
pointer.

Jefferson shot 9-for-12
against Atlanta, while Kenyon
Martin added 18 points and
Rodney Rogers had 12 as the
Nets had no problems despite
