Sudy shows dogs may be smarter

LONDON — Dogs
are probably much clev-
erer than most people
think, according to anew
study.

Scientists are con-
vinced that dogs can
count and researchers at
theUniversity of Califor-
nia Davis say they try to
convey different mes-
sages through the pitch
and pace of their barks.

“Animal behaviorists
used to think their bark
was simply away of get-
ting attention. Now anew
study suggests that indi-
vidual dogs have specific
barks with a range of
meanings,” New Scien-

tist magazine said on
Wednesday.

Dogs usually use
high-pitched singlebarks
when they are separated
from their owners and a
lower, harsher superbark
when strangers approach
or the doorbell rings, ac-
cording to SophiaYin, an
animal behaviorist at the
university.

Playful woofs are
high-pitched and un-
evenly spaced.

Dogs also know
when they are being
short-changed on treats
because they have a ba-
sic mathematical ability
which enables them to
tell when one pile of ob-
jects is bigger than an-

other.

“But to count, an ani-
mal hasto recognize that
each object in a set cor-
responds to a single
number and that the last
number in a sequence
representsthe total num-
ber of objects,” New Sci-
entist added.

Robert Young of
Brazil’sPontifical Catholic
University of MinasGerais
in Belo Horizonte, tested
thetheory on 11 mongrels
using dog tresats.

The canines were
shown treats and then a
screen was lowered and
the goodies were left as
they were or some were
added or taken away.

If atreat was added

or taken away the dogs
looked at the treats much
longer than they did
when the goodies were
not disturbed, presum-
ably because they had
done their sums and the
numbers did not meet
their expectations.

“Dogs are de-
scended from wolves,
which not only have a
large neocortex — the
brain’s center of reason-
ing — but live in large
social groups,” themaga
Zinesaid.

Young believes the
mathematical ability
could have been used to
work out how many dlies
and enemies they had in
apack.

Bowden compared possiblestriketoterrorist attacks

strike with the Sept. 11 terrorist attacks, then apologized for the remark. He said before
Cincinnati’s 6-4, 13-inning victory over the Los Angeles Dodgers on Thursday that he
doesn’t expect astrike by major league players. Union head Donald Fehr has been meeting
with players to brief them about the status of talks.

“If players want to strike, they ought to just pick Sept. 11, because that's what it's
going to do to the game,” Bowden said. “If they do walk out, make sure it’s Sept. 11. Be
symbolic. Let Donald Fehr drive the plane right into the building, if that’s what they want
to do.”

After the game, the Reds rel eased a statement by Bowden apol ogizing for the anal ogy.

“Earlier today while speaking to a group of reporters, | made a horrible comparison
between baseball’s labor situation and the tragedy of 9/11,” the statement said. “I regret
making such extremely insensitive remarks, and | apologizeto anyone | may have offended.
| am truly sorry.”

The executive board of the players’ association could set a strike date as soon as next
week, after Fehr completes his meetings.
