Wide interest by the international press is expected.  Component commands may embed media as authorized by the component commander.  While individual units may acknowledge their participation, an aggregate list of participating units will not be released until coordination with participating coalition nations and/or during the initial press briefing October 7, 2009 at the Egyptian Moral Affairs Department located at 11 El Erouba Street, Cairo, Egypt.
Media accreditation:  
All media from coalition countries covering the exercise must have prior clearance by the Moral Affairs Department for security check, credentialing prior to any onward movement to any of the training facilities; information must be provide no later than 30 September 2009.  The address of the MAD is 11 El Erouba Street, Cairo, Egypt.  FAX  002-02-418-3761, email:  mmc@afmic.gov.eg.  If a media organization does not attend the opening press conference or arrives after the press conference, they will receive their credentials/press pass from a MAD representative.  The following steps must be completed by individual media/press personnel requesting to cover Bright Star 09/10 in and around Cairo, Egypt.
All media must be credentialed and must display their credential at all times in accordance with EGY security personnel.

1. All Coalition and civilian media will provide name, nationality, affiliation, type of reporting, passport number, copy of your passport and blood type.  This information should be submitted in a letter from the editor or producer of the journalist on company letterhead stating the name of the exercise (Bright Star 09/10), the date(s) the journalist wishes to cover an event and all required information listed above.  The address of the Morale Affairs Department is: 11 El Erouba Street, Cairo, Egypt or fax to: 002-02-418-3761.

2. The Hold Harmless Agreement and Ground Rules will be signed prior to and submit before receiving your credentials.  Any violation of the ground rules are subject to revocation of credentials.  Approved ground rules are included on the CENTCOM Webpage (www.centcom.mil , under the Bright Star button) or from ARCENT PAO.  All embedded personnel are to provide copy of passport to the C1 or Egyptian security.  Coalition Joint Task Force PA (CJTF-PA) responsible for ground rule enforcement.  All embedded media products are subject to review by Egyptian Security personnel at any time.  Civilian media will not embed with Egyptian forces.
3. The Egyptian military will hold an exercise press conference at the Moral Affairs Department October 7, 2009.  During this press conference, media attendees will receive background on the exercise, and they will receive their exercise press badges.  The Egyptian military will provide the badges.  Embedded and non-embedded media will sign ground rules as a condition to being issued a badge for access to the exercise.  Media who have not faxed their credential information 10 days prior to the press conference may not receive their press badges.  Media who do not have a press badge issued from the CPIC will not be permitted access on military bases or to any of the training activities. 
4. Media will sign approved Bright Star ground rules as a requirement for access to cover the exercise activities. The CPIC will focus on maximizing media exposure to six main events:  The CJTF CPX, Strategic Airborne Jump, Airborne Friendship Jump, NAVEX, EODEX, and AIR and LAND FTXs.  Security restrictions prohibit access to the headquarters facilities during the CPX phase of Bright Star and therefore will not be available to media.  Members of the CPIC will work with their respective national media to generate interest in covering the exercise.  Egyptian media will be handled by the Egyptians.  For those events where a limit is placed on the number of media attending a particular event, the CPIC leadership will divide the number of allotted slots among all participating nations in an equitable manner and arrange to pool the media products.
