New tax relief act aids service members, families

WASHINGTON —L egidation signed by President Bush on Veter-
ans Day increasesthe death gratuity payment to $12,000 and provides
that thefull payment istax-free.

That portion of the Military Family Tax Relief Act of 2003 isretroac-
tive to Sept. 10, 2001, to provide for service memberswho died in the
terrorigt atacksthefoll owing day andin theongoing globa war onterror,
saidArmy Lt. Col. Janet Fenton, director, Armed Forces Tax Council.

“If you are killed on active duty, regardless of whether you'rein
thester, or inatraining accident or diefrom disease, your family receives
$12,000 death gratuity that is not taxed,” she added. “And that'sabig
change. In addition any future increases to the death gratuity will re-

maintax free”

Thedesath gratuity hasbeen $6,000 since 1991, with half of it being
taxed, said the director. “It just didn’'t seem to be fair for the military
family whowasleft grieving for their servicemember to get hit with atax
bill,” she added.

Capital gain exclusion for home salesis one of the most common
areas people were looking for tax relief in, said Fenton. “ This act will
allow members to suspend the period of time which they have to sdll
their home and take the tax exclusion so they won't have to pay that
capital gains,” said Fenton. “It'sretroactiveto 1997 so military members
who have sold their homessince 1997 have oneyear from Nov. 11, 2003,
to request arefund for any tax they did pay.”

Since 1997, whenthelaw wasprevioudy changed, if servicemem-
bers who owned a home got reassigned more than 50 miles from that
home or was ordered to move on post, they were no longer abletoroll

Blasts kill at least 27 in Istanbul

| STANBUL, Turkey —Powerful explosons
ripped through the British Consulateand aLon-
don-based bank neer a popular shopping area
Thursday in Istanbul, killing at least 27 people
andwounding morethan 450 others, Turkish of-
fiddssad.

Seventeen people were killed a the consu-
lateand 10in the shopping areain the neighbor-
hood of Levert, the TurkishInterior Ministry sad.

Consul Generd Roger Short was among
thosekilled, said lan Sherwood, cheplain of the
British Consulate. Oneof themain buildingswes
“completely demolished,” hesaid.

It was the second coordinated attack in
Igtanbul in the last week. On Saturday, suicide
car bomberskilled 23 peopleat two synagogues.

Video from the scene of Thursday's attacks
showed shattered windows dong the narrow
sreets near the consulate and some aress re-
duced rubble.

People could be seen trying to remove de-
brisby hand from around buried carsasrescuers
with search dogs searched for survivors.

Anather blagt, outs dean HBSC bank, ripped
thefacadeoff thetd| building. Video of anearby
shopping mal showed chaoswith peoplestream-
ing out of the area, some with bloody faces and
blood-soaked clothes. Shattered glass and
burned vehicles littered the Street.

U.S. soldier killed, two wounded
in Ramadi convoy bombing

BAGHDAD, Irag—A U.S. soldier waskilled
and two others wounded Thursday when a
homemade bomb struck their convoy east of
the central Iragi city of Ramadi, U.S.-led codli-
tionofficidssad.

Ramadi, about 50 miles(80 kilometers) west
of Baghdad, aso was the scene of a bombing
late Wednesday in which at least two people
died. It wasoneof two insurgent attacks appar-
ently targeting Iragi leaders.

A second blagt killed fivebystanders Thurs-
day outddeaKurdish party’sofficeinthenorth-
erncity of Kirkuk.

ThedtrikescameamidaU.S. military cam-
paign against anti-codlition targets. OnWednes-
day, troops killed 10 people who ambushed a
codlition civilian convoy south of Samarra,
about 75miles(120kilometers) north of Baghdad.

Brig. Gen. Martin E. Dempsey of the 1t Ar-
mored Division said that Operation Iron Ham-
mer, oneof severd offensvesagaing insurgent
targets, ismaking progress.

“I’ dsay that [from] the period prior to Opera:
tion Iron Hammer to now, the attacks are down
about 70 percent, and weareworking ashard as
wecan now todriveit to zero,” Dempsey said.

U.N. details al Qaeda threat

UNITED NATIONS—Somemembersof d
Qaedamogt likely possess portable surface-to-
ar misslesand may usethemto target military
trangport planes, aU.N. report says.

The threat was among severa findings de-
tailed in the report by the United Nations' a
Qaedaand Tdiban SanctionsCommitteewhich
adsocitedashifting of theterror network’strat-
gy, amovetowards" softer” targetsand awarn-
ing the group wasworking towardsabiol ogica
or chemicd attack.

In regards to the missile threat, d Qaeda
may now moveaway fromtargetingcommercia
air trangport because of heightened security at
facilities, said Heraldo Munoz, the Chileanam-
bassador to the U.N. and head of the sanctions
committee

The terror network may try to target sea
routes, “ ports, seaports’ and may be “looking
for targets of opportunity,” Munoz said.

“The panel of experts that work with our
committee have ing nuated that the possession
of the surface-to-air missiles, these portable
shoulder missiles isavery dear danger,” Munoz
added.

The report, which has not yet been made
public, was compiled by afive-member expert
pand fromthecommitteecharged with monitor-
ing the implementation of sanctions against
people and groups linked to d Qaeda or the
former Taiban regimeinAfghanistan.

Bush wraps up visit to UK

L ONDON — President George Bush wel-
comed Queen Elizabeth 11 to the residence of
the U.S. ambassador for dinner Thursday
evening, concluding his sate vidt to Britain.

A few hoursearlier, antiwar demongtrators
protesting Bush's trip to London toppled an
effigy of himin Trafalgar Square, mocking the
toppling of astatue of Saddam Husseinby U.S.
troopsafter they marched into Baghdad back in
April.

“Our message is quite Smply, ‘Go home,
Bush,”” said one speaker at the protest, which
policesaid drew between 100,000 and 110,000
people.

Earlier Thursday, Bush'svisitto PrimeMin-
iger Tony Blar’soffidd resdence, No. 10 Down-
ing Street, took on asomber tonewith thenews
that terrorist bombs had ripped through a Brit-
ish consulate and bank building in Istanbul,
Turkey, killing at least 27 people, including
Britain'sconsul generd.

At ajoint news conference, both leaders
sad the attacks demonstrated the need to re-
main resolute in standing up to terrorists.

“Onceagain, we rereminded of theevil these
terrorists pose to innocent people everywhere
andtoour way of life,” Blair said. “Onceagain,
wemugt affirmthat intheface of thisterrorism,
theremust be no holding back, no compromise,
no hesitation in confronting this menace.”



Project tells veterans’ stories

WASHINGTON —Veterans of OperationsEnduring Free-
domand Iraqi Freedom, aswell asany other combeat operations,
can share accounts of their experiences for posterity through
the Veterans History Project http://iwww.loc.gov/folklifelvets/,
an effort begun by Congress two years ago to preserve the
storiesand memoriesof America swar veterans.

Ellen McCulloch-Lovell, project director, said the project’s
letters, memoirs, audiotapes and photographs spesk of combat
and what war waslike, or of pranksand funny misfortunesthat
occurred while veterans were on leave. But mogt stories, she
said, speak of the closeness and camaraderiewithinthemilitary
— “my buddies, my unit, and loydty” — adding, “Loyadty isa
very big theme.” Another theme often written about isloveand
“longing for thefolks back home,” she said.

McCulloch-Lovell said the project is stepping up effortsto
ensure the words of thousands of veterans are told to an even
grester audience. ShesaidthismonththeVeteransHistory Project
began airing aradio series caled “ Coming Home,” which fea-
turestheord biographiesof 18war veteranswhotd| of their war
experiences and lifein the military. 1t's being aired via Public
Radio International , which devel ops and supplies noncommer-
cia programming to affiliate stations throughout the country.

“Nobody on the show isfamous,” McCulloch-Lovell said.
“It'sdl theindividua stories of peoplewho served.”

TheVeteransHistory Project a so has expanded featureson
itsWeb gite, to include more digitized letters, photos and indi-
vidua gories, shesaid. Sitevisitorscan now “seeand listen” to
the stories of 23 veterans, she said. And there is no shortage of
stories to tell. In the two years since the project began,
McCulloch-Lovell said, interest by veterans wanting to share
their storieshasincreased immensdly. For thepast year, her saff
of about 15 hasbeenrecaiving asmany as200 submissonseach
week a theproject’ sofficeinddetheL ibrary of CongressFolklife
Center http:/mnww.loc.govifolklifehere.

Alsosince 1997 individua scoul d exclude up to $250,000 ($500,000
for married couples) of gainfrom thesdle of ahomeif they resdedinthe
homefor two of thefiveyearspreceding thesale. Under thisact military
and Foreign Service personnel can suspend (for upto 10 years) thetime
transferred away from home on officia extended duty for purposes of
applying thefive-year portion of the two-out- of-five-year rule.

The 2003 act also includes above-the-line deduction for overnight
travel expensesof military reservistsand Nationa Guardsmenwho have
to travel morethan 100 milesto attend drillsor meetings.

“Theact allowsfor an above-the-line, which meansyou don’t have
to itemize your taxesto take advantage of thisdeduction,” said Fenton.
She added that service memberswill “be able to deduct unreimbursed
travel expenses such aslodging, 50 percent of mealsand any transpor-
tation costs.” This part of the act isretroactive to Jan. 1, 2003.

When the tax code changed in 1986, it said any military benefit

exigting in September 1986 would remain tax-free, said Fenton. How-
ever, it wasawaysunclear whether military child carewasincludedin
that, sheadded. “ Thisact merely makesit clear that those provisions of
child carewereintended to betax-freeto military members.”

Thetax act also providesfor extratax-filing timefor troops serving
in contingency operations. The interna revenue code alows service
memberswho are serving in combat zones or hazardous duty areasto
have an extension of time - usualy 180 days from the time the person
leavesthe combat zone— tofiletaxes.

“A lot of military operationsdon’t risetothelevel of being declared
by the president as ‘combat,’” said Fenton. “But there are severd
contingency operations where service members are outside the conti-
nental United States.”

The act aso includes modifying dligibility criteria of tax-exempt
veterans organizations; tax-free trestment of homeowners' assistance
program payments; suspension of tax- exempt status for designated
terrorist organizations; and extension of victims' tax relief to astronauts
who die on space missions.
