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Second Bali
bombing suspect
arrested

BALI, Indonesia — In-
donesian police said
Tuesday they have ar-
rested two possible sus-
pects in the Bali bomb-
ings. Police in western
Indonesia arrested a man
Monday and charged him
with falsifying travel
documents. A second
man was detained in
Jakarta Tuesday. After
receiving information
from the public, the first
arrest was made Mon-
day at the suspect’s
home in Medan in North-
ern Sumatra. Police said
the man told them he was
planning to travel to
Penang, Malaysia. Local
media reported on Mon-
day that Indonesian po-
lice had identified three
of'the Bali bombing sus-
pects and were searching
possible hideouts. The
bomb blasts killed at least
180 people — many of
them Australian tourists
— and injured hundreds
more when they ripped
through Bali’s popular
nightclub district Oct. 12.

BAGRAM, Af-
ghanistan — Disguised
as a ball point pen, a .22
caliber weapon has
raised cautions on
Bagram Air Base.

“We started receiv-
ing reports from sol-
ders that they have
been approached by lo-
cal nationals who were
trying to sell these for
$30 to $60,” said Maj.
Brian O’Hare, Provost
Marshal Office.

If approached,
O’Hare said soldiers are
to notify the Provost
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The PMO alerts Coalition servicemembers to pens like
this one because it serves a deadly purpose.

Marshal Office and give
as much information as
possible. Soldiers
shouldn’t be buying
these items he explains.

Purchasing one

“There are more dan-
gers than the obvious,”
said O’Hare. Ifyou were
to purchase one and

tried to use it could ex-
plode. The malfunctions
are high on these
items.”

The firing pin is
cocked back by pulling
the silver end piece that
would, on a regular pen,
extract the writing tip, and
the “trigger” looks like a
regular clip in a pen.

“Soldiers should
pay particular attention
if you see a local worker
with a pen. Treat it like
an (unexploded ord-
nance) and be on the
alert,” said O’Hare.

The PMO and the lo-
cal community are taking
precautionary actions.

to dusk, for 30 days. They
must also abstain from
pleasures like sexual con-
tact, gum chewing and
even smelling flowers. At
dusk, according to Tem,
an interpreter at KMTC,
they wash their hands and
face, then go to their
mosque and pray.

“If you don’t (wash
yourself first), it is illegal
to pray,” Tem said.

Following prayer, they
may eat. They eat again
at midnight.

Following Ramadan,
Muslims partake in a
three-day feast called
Bairam.

“We eat better during
this time than in other
months,” Tem said.

Trainers say they will
take the religious practice
into consideration.

“We’ll still continue
training, and the soldiers
will still get the amount of
hours needed to meet
those requirements, but
the difference is we have
to take time for their needs
for prayer time,” said
Master Sgt. Mo, a 5%
BANA instructor and
Special Forces soldier.

For security reasons,
U.S. Special Operations
Forces soldiers are identi-
fied only by their rank and
first names.

One large consider-
ation will be fasting. Not
even water can be con-
sumed during this time.
The only exception is if the
Muslim is sick or pregnant.

“We have to look at
their needs physically be-
cause they are fasting,”
Mo said.

“The biggest effect of
Ramadan is that we’ll have
to slow down our training
in the afternoon because
they may be tired and out
of energy,” added Sgt. 1*
Class Lars, an SF trainer
with the 5" BANA.

Adjusting training
isn’t a new concept at
KMTC. Sgt. 1* Class
Mark, also a 5" BANA in-
structor and SF soldier,
explained that training be-
gins after the trainees’
morning prayer, and they
are given time at lunch
and dinner to pray as well.

“They have time to
still fulfill their religious
requirements,” he said,
“because it’s a natural
way of life here, just like
back in the United States.”

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Newest cancer fighters? Garlic, onions

WASHINGTON — A diet rich in garlic, shallots and onions may cut the risk of prostate
cancer in half, according to a study. The study, appearing this week in the Journal of the
National Cancer Institute, is based on interviews with 238 men with prostate cancer and 471
men who were free of the disease. Men in the study, all residents of Shanghai, China, were
asked how frequently they ate 122 food items. The results showed that those who ate more
than nine grams a day from the allium food group were about 50 percent less likely to have
prostate cancer than those who ate less of the foods. The allium food group includes garlic,
scallions, chives, leeks and onions. Scallions seemed to be the most protective. According to
the study, men who ate about a tenth of an ounce or more a day of scallions reduced their
prostate cancer risk by about 70 percent. For garlic consumption of the same amount, the
prostate cancer risk was reduced by about 53 percent.

Lightning in Brazil sets shocking record

RIO DE JANEIRO, Brazil — Tropical Brazil is the country most struck by lightning in the world
and it suffers the highest death toll and serious economic damage from electric thunderstorms, new
research showed Tuesday. The country is struck by 70 million lightning bolts a year, or between
two and three electric discharges per second. Annually, about 100 people die in Latin America’s
largest country after being hit by lightning bolts. The total makes up some 10 percent of all
lightning-related deaths in the world. Thunderbolts also inflict up to $200 million in annual damage
to power and telecommunications lines, other companies and private property. Seventy percent
of frequent power blackouts across Brazil resulted from lightning.

Ranked No. 6 just two weeks ago in the complicated
formula that determines the teams that will play for the
national championship, the Buckeyes climbed to No. 2
Monday. Oklahoma is No. 1 in the BCS, Miami is third.

The Buckeyes have games left at Purdue (4-5) on Satur-
day, atIllinois (3-6), and at home against Michigan (7-2).

“If we take care of our business, the BCS will take
care of itself,” center Alex Stepanovich said. “At this
point, they could put us anywhere and it doesn’t matter.
Because if you don’t take care of your business in No-
vember, the rankings right now really won’t mean a thing
at the end of the year.”

It’s unanimous: Johnson wins fifth Cy Young

No, not on baseball. The Big Unit was getting ready to play Pebble
Beach Golf Links when his latest honor was announced Tuesday, and
rather than delay his round, Johnson grabbed a cell phone and talked
about his fastballs and sliders while deciding among woods and
wedges.

“I’m trying to make a putt on No. 2 right now,”” he said, the Califor-
nia coast off to his side.

No doubt, his score Tuesday was far lower than his perennially
high strikeout total.

Johnson was a unanimous pick over Arizona teammate Curt
Schilling, winning a record-tying fourth straight National League Cy
Young and fifth overall — one short of Roger Clemens’ record.

The Big Unit, who will earn an additional $4 million because of the
award, received all 32 first-place votes and 160 points from a panel of
the Baseball Writers’ Association of America.

“The big picture, obviously, is to get to the World Series. If you
remain consistent and have a good year, it’s kind of a bonus,’” Johnson
said, referring to the award. “This has come from maintaining consis-
tency, hard work and dedication, and my teammates being very sup-
portive offensively, defensively and in the bullpen.”

Schilling was runner-up for the second straight season, getting 29
second-place votes and three thirds for 90 points. Atlanta closer John
Smoltz was third with 21 points.

Johnson matched Greg Maddux (1992-95) as the only pitchers to win
four straight Cy Youngs and became the NL’s 11th unanimous winner, the
first since Maddux in 1995. Johnson and Schilling became the first pitch-
ers to finish 1-2 in Cy Young voting in consecutive years.

With Lucas hurting, Rosenfels may start

DAVIE, Fla. — With five snaps under his belt, third-stringer Sage Rosenfels
is the Miami Dolphins’ most experienced healthy quarterback, and he may make
his first NFL start by default Sunday against the archrival New York Jets.

Ray Lucas is questionable for the game against his former team because he
bruised his right shoulder during the second quarter of Monday night’s 24-10
loss at Green Bay. He left the game and Rosenfels went 0-for-3 in his first NFL
appearance before Lucas returned and played the entire second half.

AnMRI exam of Lucas’ shoulder Tuesday showed no tears or broken bones,
and it’s uncertain whether he’ll be able to practice this week, coach Dave
Wannstedt said.

“He was hurting pretty good this morning,” Wannstedt said.

Lucas again struggled in his second start replacing Jay Fiedler, who is expected to
miss at least two more games with a broken right thumb. But the performance was an
improvement on Lucas’ six-turnover showing two weeks earlier in a loss to Buffalo.
