But one Reservist at a
forward-deployed loca
tionwas pulled fromone
front lineto serveon an-
other.

Tech. Sgt. Charles
Boyette, from McGuire
Air Force Base, N.J,,
packed away his New
York City policeofficer’s
uniform in October and
donned the uniform of
America’'s Air Force
when hisunit, the 514th
Civil Engineer Squadron,
was called upon.

Sept. 11 was
Boyette's day off. He
was hometaking care of
his sick daughter when
hesaw hijacked airliners
slam into the World
Trade Center on televi-
sion. Without hesitating,
he began to get ready for
work because he knew
he, and thousands of
other police, fire and
emergency workers,
would be needed.

“It was chaos,” he
said. “Everybody ran. |
worked patrol, searching
for people and remains,
and clearing different
buildings.”

From September un-
til he was activated on
Oct. 22, Boyette worked

Conventiona wegpons could cause
thousandsof casudties, but chemicd, bio-
logica or nudlear wegponscould push ca
suaty counts into the hundreds of thou-
sands.

“What that meansisthat our margin
for error aspeople, ashumanbengsliving
onthisEarth, hasdeclined,” hesad. “Itis
amuch smdler marginfor error thanwas
thecase... forearlier generations” Hesad
that smaler marginimposesaresponsibil-
ity to recognize “we haveto bewiser, we
haveto ... havebetter foresght astowhat
might take place, we haveto bewilling to
think with asense of urgency that we did
not haveto havein an earlier period.”

Rumsfdddsodetailed U.S. objections
tothelnternational Crimina Court dueto
gointo effect July 1. He said the court is
flawed and could beusadfor palitica pur-
poses. He said one aspect of the court is
that unlike other treaties establishing
courts, thisonehasno timelimitation and
isnot limited by subject or focus.

“We have looked at this and made a
judgment that it would cause the United
States pause to be willing to participate
and put U.S. forcesin countrieswherethey
could become subject to the international
court and you could end up with apoliti-
cized prosecutor or peoplemaking dlega:
tionsor charges andthen.... U.S. military
forceswould be subject to those kinds of
dlegations” hesad.

Boyette said heis glad
to be able to participate in
Operation Enduring Free-
dom and America'swar on
terrorism. He has seen the
battlein the beginning, and
now is 8,000 miles from
home helping defend the
freedoms every American
enjoys.

“1 had the chance some
people will never have, to
see both sides, good and
bad,” he said. “It's good
to do your part, but then
it's also alot to deal with
both. Sept. 11 was enough,
and now being here aso
isalot.”

WASHINGTON — Civilian
photographerswill betaking pic-
tures on Army posts throughout
the world Oct. 7 for a coffee-
table book titled “A Day in the
Life of the United States Mili-
tary.”

A request by Epicenter Com-
munications of Sausalito, Calif.,
to have more than 100 commer-
cial photographerstake pictures
on military installations was re-
cently approved by the Depart-
ment of Defense.

Oct. 7 was chosen to shoot
the photographs because it
marks the one-year anniversary
of Operation Enduring Freedom
inAfghanistan, saidaDOD news
release.

The publishers plan for the
picture book to go on sale be-
ginning Armed Forces Day,
May 2003.

The book will attempt to
captureaday onmilitary instal-
lations all over the world
through pictures. Photo sub-
jectswill include civilians and
DOD officias, aswell asservice
members.
