This is the big question
servicemembersin support of Operation En-
during Freedom are asking. With the cur-
rent freeze on U.S. forces in OEF, lots of
unanswered questions spring up. Despite
the gray areas, somethings can beclarified,
said Mgj. AnneMackin, CJ}-5, chief log plan-
ner, Combined Joint Task Force-180.

“With few exceptions, in March, the De-
partment of the Army stopped movement of
all the forces scheduled to rotate in and out
of Afghanistan,” said Mackin.

The freeze remains in place for U.S.
forces until certain conditions are set at a

minimum — Operation Iragi Freedomisin
Phase Four and transportation assets are
available to move people and equipment,
said Mackin. CJTF-180 requested for tran-
sitionand relief of U.S. forcesin Phase Three
of OEF, said Mackin. “The leadership at
CJTF- 180 isworking hard to rotate unitsas
close to the original schedule as possible.
(Forces Command) just published anew de-
ployment order that has units rotating in
July and August.”

For aunit’s re-deployment processto run
smooth, an entire checklist must be compl eted.

Albirooni U. back in
education business

KAPISA, Afghanistan — After more
than 12 years of being under the Taliban’'s
control, Albirooni University isback in the
business of doing what it was created for —
educating the future doctors, engineersand
politicians of Afghanistan.

With less than two months in the reno-
vation process, the university is equipped
with enough classrooms, dorms and teach-
ersto provide aproper learning atmosphere
for its young Afghan college students.

“The university was taken from the
Taliban and returned to the people of Kapisa
in2001,” said Mgj. Mark Cepiel, team |eader,
Civil Affairs Team A, special operations.
“Almost immediately students started filter-
ing back into the university to begin their
studies on the floor with no windows or

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Martha Stewart.
Marthaindicted, resigns

NEW YORK - Martha Stewart resigned
Wednesday as chairman and CEO of the
company she founded, just hours after a
federal indictment accused her and her
former stockbroker of lying to investiga-
torswho were probing her profitable sale
of ImClone Systems stock.

Stewart will no longer run the media
and homemaking empire Martha Stewart
Living Omnimedia, according to a state-
ment from the company that said the CEO
and chairman jobs will be split between
two individuals, effectiveimmediately.

But Stewart, 61, will remain on the board
and continue to serve as what the company
calledits“chief creative officer.”

Earlier, anine-count, 41-pageindictment
of Stewart painted a picture of acoverupin
which Stewart and her former broker at
Merrill Lynch, Peter Bacanovic, obstructed
justice and made fal se statements.

But the accusations sidestepped a ques-
tion that has captivated the public for ayear:
Did insider information allow the former
stockbroker and one-time New York Stock
Exchange director to avoid losses in her
ImClone SystemsInc. investment?

“Thiscriminal caseisabout lying, lying
to the FBI, lying to the SEC and lying to
investors,” JamesB. Comey, the U.S. Attor-
ney for the Southern District of New York,
told a news conference. “This is conduct
that will not be tolerated by anybody.”
Stewart entered federal court in Manhattan
and surrendered to federal authorities.

At a nine-minute arraignment Wednes-
day afternoon, she and Bacanovic each
pleaded not guilty to all nine counts, possi-
bly paving the way for a trial that would

draw tremendous publicity. They werere-
leased without bail.

Protests greet Mideast peace
plan

CNN — Radical Palestinian groupsand
Jewish settlers have both declared their op-
position to proposals aimed at achieving
peaceintheMiddle East outlined by leaders
at asummit at Agaba, Jordan.

Hamasrejected Paestinian PrimeMinis-
ter Mahmoud Abbas's call to end the armed
intifadaagainst |srael — although they said
they might back acease-fire. Jewish settlers
leadersreacted angrily to Israeli Prime Min-
ister Ariel Sharon’s proposa to dismantle
settlements.

Tens of thousandsrallied in Jerusalem’s
central Zion Square, filling the surrounding
streets Wednesday evening, Associated
Press reports.

Hard-line politiciansaddressing therally,
including somewho are membersof Sharon’s
ruling coalition, railed against Sharon’s ac-
ceptance of a Palestinian state, warning that
it would endanger Israel’s existence.

The demonstrators objected to a central
plank of the plan— ahalt to settlement con-
struction and a Palestinian state.

Sharon said the state would control con-
tiguous territory, implying that some settle-
ments might have to be removed.

Iraq war allies face tough
questions on weapons

LONDON — Leading U.S. alliesinthe
war against Iraq are facing tough ques-
tions over whether they exaggerated
Baghdad’'s weapons of mass destruction
capability.

British Prime Minister Tony Blair
faced a stormy House of Commons
Wednesday, and pressure has mounted
after suggestionsthat his office amended
intelligence reports to strengthen the ar-
gument for war.

Blair has denied the allegations.In
Spain, where, like Britain, there waswide-
spread antiwar sentiment before the mili-
tary campaign, Prime Minister Jose Maria
Aznar was asked to explain in parliament

what has happened to the much-vaunted
but still unfound weapons of mass de-
struction.

Similar questions are being asked in
Washington, where an American intelli-
gence official said the CIA plansto give
lawmakers the data U.S. Secretary of
State Colin Powell used for aprewar pre-
sentation on Iraq's arms to the United
Nations.

The state of Iraq’s weapons of mass
destruction program and Baghdad's at-
tempts to hide it from U.N. weapons in-
spectors were among the key reasons put
forward by the United States and its al-
lies when pressing the case for war.

‘Partial birth’ abortion ban
passes house

WASHINGTON — The House voted
Wednesday to ban a procedure that abor-
tion foes call “partial birth” abortion,
moving therestriction acrucial step closer
to President Bush’s signature.

With the 282-139 vote, Congress was
on the verge of ending a practice that
Rep. Steve Chabot said was “truly a na-
tional tragedy.”

Abortion rights groups said they
would challenge it in court as soon as it
becomes law, thrusting the issue of the
ban’s constitutionality toward a divided
Supreme Couirt.

The ban would be one of the most
significant restrictions on abortion since
the 1973 Roe v. Wade Supreme Court de-
cision recognizing abortion rights. Ken
Connor, president of the anti-abortion
Family Research Council, said passage
was indicative of “atide that is running
against Roe v. Wade, which will eventu-
ally be dismantled.”

Bush — unlike former President
Clinton, who twice vetoed partial birth
abortion bans — urged Congress in his
State of the Union address in January to
give him abill he could sign.

The administration strongly believes
the bill “is both morally imperative and
constitutionally permissible,” the White
House said in a statement.



Proper medical inprocessing
makes outprocessing easier

BAGRAM, Afghanistan — Soldiers deployed here
should haveaDD 2766, an adult preventive and chronic flow
sheet that isturned into their personnel section upon arrival
intheater.

“It'sacatch-all for medical history here,” said M. James
Meyer, outgoing medical regulation officer and chief of pa-
tient administration office, Task Force-44, 48" Combat Sup-
port Hospital, Fort Meade, Md.

According to Meyer, a soldier’s unit is responsible for
ensuring asoldier bringstheir DD 2766 to sick call and out-
patient treatment. This helps to make sure the soldier’s
recordsare placedinthe DD 2766 in atimely manner.

Inafixed hospital facility, recordsare normally kept at the
hospital, but here the hospital is not spacious enough to
house al the records.

The patient administration office hasalimited supply of
the flow sheets so if a unit did not bring it with them they
may use alabeled manilafolder.

Accordingto Meyer, havingaDD 2766isimportantto all
soldiers because it secures a historical medical record.

During outprocessing, if a unit has not been keeping
their recordsinthe DD 2766 they may retrieve copiesof their
inpatient and sick call medical treatment recordsif arepre-
sentative brings the unit alpha roster to the patient adminis-
tration officeand fillsout arecordsrelease request. The cop-
ies can then beinserted into each soldiers' DD 2766.

“It makes it easier on units if there soldiers use the DD
2766 every timethey comein. Then the unit will not haveto
pick up abulk of records. To outprocess they can just have
their paperwork signed and then go,” said Meyer.

Soldiers also need to have a copy of their post-deploy-
ment survey, DD 2796, intheir DD 2766. Thesurvey identifies
whether a soldier has been exposed to any health risks so the
soldier may get medical careif needed to remainfit for duty.

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Stryker Brigade completes certification exercise

FORT POLK, La. — TheArmy’sfirst
Stryker Brigade Combat Team completed its
certification exercise* Arrowhead Lightning
[1" last week at the Joint Readiness Training
Center.

The 39 Brigade, 2™ Infantry Division
from Fort Lewis, Wash., conducted opera-
tions simultaneously in four separate train-
ing areason or near Fort Polk. It wasthefirst
timeabrigadetraining at JRTC hascontrolled
such alarge area, officials said. As Stryker
Brigade units fought the enemy in one re-
gion, they wereengaged in civil-military op-

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erations elsewhere.

Exercise Arrowhead Lightning |1 began
May 17 and sincethen 3,600 Stryker Brigade
soldiers engaged in a constant series of at-
tacks or defenses against an unconventional
enemy at Fort Polk. The battlefield had addi-
tional threats such as terrorists, car bombs,
and sniper attacks - part of the contempo-
rary operating environment.

“The Stryker unit performed superbly,”
said Gen. Larry R. Ellis, commander of U.S.
Army Forces Command. “The next step in
the processisto finish analyzing the results
of the exercise and provide our report
through the secretary of Defense to Con-
gress.”

Arrowhead Lightning demonstrated the
Stryker Brigade Combat Team'’s ability to
deploy rapidly over great distances by air
and sea, execute early-entry operations, and
conduct combat missions across a range of
military operations, potential threats, and
terrain, officialssaid.

The first phase of the exercise actually
began March 23 when the Stryker Brigade
deployed in its entirety to the field for the
first time. Then it conducted seven days of
battalion-level training and live-fireexercises.

“Arrowhead Lightning I” was then con-
ducted April 1-11 at the National Training
Center, Fort Irwin, Cdif. It involved both of-
fensive and defensive operations against a
mobile heavy enemy in desert terrain.

No other brigade has completed back-
to-back maneuvers at two combat training
centers, Army officialssaid. The Stryker Bri-
gade conducted across-country deployment
exerciseasit moved itsequipment from Fort
Irwinto Fort Polk.

The certification exercise and the opera-
tional evaluation were designed to determine
the SBCT’s capahility to operate on differ-
ent terrain against awide range of threatsin
the contemporary operating environment,
officials said. The JRTC Opposing Force,
whichishighly trained in light force, urban
and complex terrain operations, challenged
the SBCT'scapabilities.

Now the unit will continue to hone its
warfighting skills, officials said, by applying
lessonslearned at NTC and JRTC in follow-
on training at its home station, Fort Lewis,
as the SBCT enhances some systems and
equipment.

SANANTONIO — Onceagain, collapse becamethestory line
at the SBC Center, only thistime it was the third quarter. And this
time, thehometeam didn’t fall apart.

This time, the opponents hit the floor with a thud and the San
Antonio Spurs were able to keep them down, protecting a 15-point
cushion at the start of the fourth period to take a 1-0 serieslead in
the NBA Finalswith a101-89 victory on Monday night.

The Spurs built that lead thanks to a 32-17 third-quarter blitz
fueled by Tim Duncan and Tony Parker. Duncan scored 13 of his
game-high 32 points in the decisive quarter and Parker poured in
nine of his 16 pointsto take Round 1 of hischampionship bout with
Jason Kidd.

Game2isFriday (ABC, 8 p.m. ET) at the SBC Center.

The Spurs had been criticized throughout the playoffs for let-
ting five healthy fourth-quarter leads get whittled away to nothing.
But Duncan and Malik Rose turned away a modest New Jersey
comeback by combining for San Antonio’s first 10 points of the
fourth. David Robinson made surethelead never dippedinto single
digits with two of hisfour blocks.

Duncan, who was mostly guarded one-on-one by Kenyon Mar-
tin, came up with hisusual big numbersoffensively on easy-it-as-it-
looks 11-of-17 shooting. Thetwo-time MV P also had 19 rebounds,
Six assists, three steals and seven blocks.

Martin turned in an inspired performance for the Nets, who saw
their 10-game playoff win streak cometo an end. Hefinished witha
team-high 21 pointsand 12 rebounds, but he got little help from the
Nets' All-Star point guard and leader, Kidd.

Kidd will havelittle positive to remember about his performance,
missing 13 of his 17 shots to score only 10 points. He had 10 assists
but never got into his usual uptempo flow against the Spurs' defense.

Richard Jefferson and Lucious Harris both had 15 points for

All five of New Jersey’s top five big men had two fouls
with 4:26 left in the second quarter after Robinson drew contact
from Dikembe Mutombo for athree-point play and a36-35 |ead.

Mutombo, who predicted he'd see action for only the second
time sincethefirst round, proved to be a prophet when Scott had no
choice but wipe the cobwebs off Mutombo after backup forward/
center Aaron Williams picked up his second foul. Mutombo surpris-
ingly gavethe Netsaspark, even rejecting adunk attempt by Duncan,
diving for theloose ball and calling atimeout while sprawled out on
the floor.

Silas introduced as Cavs’ 15" head coach

CLEVELAND — Paul Silaswill coachthe Cleveland Cavadliers, a
young, struggling team that is expected to get much better with the
addition of high school star LeBron James.

Silas, credited with devel oping young players during his coach-
ing career, was introduced Monday asthe Cavaliers' 15" coach.

“This is a very important day in the history of the Cavaliers
franchise,” owner Gordon Gund said.

“With Paul Silasasthe Cavaliers new coach, webelievewe have
found the best coach for this team. We couldn’t be more satisfied
with the result of our search.”

The59-year-old Silaswas chosen over former New York Knicks
coach Jeff Van Gundy. Terms of Silas' deal were not immediately
available.

“Paul has a successful track record of managing players and
player relationships effectively, and getting the most out of histeams.
His teams compete every night, play hard and play together with a
purpose,” said general manager Jim Paxson.

Silas, fired last month by New Orleans, jumped off the jam-
packed pro coaching carousel — there are still six openings— and
landed with the Cavaliers, who went 17-65 last season but have

Cleveland won last month’s NBA draft lottery and therightsto
draft 18-year-old James, theAkron phenom tabbed for superstardom,
on June 26. James' impending arrival has sparked arenewed interest
in the Cavaliers, who despite losing at least 50 games the past four
seasons are now the hottest ticket in town. The club has experi-
enced an overwhel ming run on season-ticket salesbecause of James.

Silaswill now bein charge of making the 6-foot-8 Jamesand the
Cavaliersinto winners.

“Theonly promise!’ [l makeisthisteamwill play hard,” Silassaid.

A two-timeAll-Star forward with the Boston Celtics, Silaswent
208-155 in five seasonswith the Hornets, who moved from Charlotte
to New Orleans last season.

Silas took his teams to the playoffs in each of the past four sea-
sons and twice led them into the second round. While becoming the
most successful coach in franchise history, he helped develop Hor-
nets guard Baron Davis and forward Jamal Washburninto All-Stars.

Silaswill inherit ayoung Cavaliersteam with long-term potential
but short-term problems.

Cleveland's 2002-03 season was a disaster. The Cavaliersfired
John Lucas following an 8-34 start and replaced him on an interim
basis with Keith Smart, who got the underachieving team to play
hard during stretches.

Silas was thought to be the club’s No. 2 choice behind Van
Gundy, who reportedly clashed during adiscussion with Paxson
on how much playing time he would give James. Silas coached
the San Diego Clippersfrom 1980-83 before serving asan assis-
tant with New Jersey, New York, Phoenix and Charlotte.

During his 16-year NBA playing career, the 6-foot-7 forward
won three NBA titles— two with Boston and one with Sesttle.
