The CICMOTF currently
has 78 humanitarian assstance
projects being developed
throughout the country — 41
of them are school projects.
Withmany schoolshavingbeen
heavily damaged during 23years
of war, these projects will pro-
videamoresuitableenvironment
inwhichtoteachandlearn.
“Educetion is afoundation
of anation,” Mohammed said.
“If a nation doesn’'t have
education...doesn’'t have a
schoal...thenationisnothing. ..
it hasnothing. The schoolsare
most importantinAfghanigtan.”
“Schoolsareapriority toour
adminidrationand governmert,
particularly our president,” sad
Lt. Col. James G. Traves,
CICMOTF Chief Enginesr.

Currently, 600 students are
usngsix metd shipping contain-
ers, two old vehicles and tents
as dassooms. Boys and girls
between the ages of 7 and 18
atendtheschool from 12 differ-
ent villages within athree-kilo-
meter radius.

The$92,000projectiss2-par-
centcompleted. Theschool will
have 12 classrooms, one gtaff
room and one storeroom, once
completed.

The CICMOTF, the civil-
military arm of the Coalition
Forces, is conducting humani-
tarian projects throughout Af-
ghanigtan, to include school re-
pairs, renovating medicd facili-
ties, and well drilling projects.
Projects are currently ongoing
in Kabul, Kandahar, Bagram,
Bamian, Mazar-e-Sharif,
Konduz, Herat and Khowst.

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nition turned in by
other units,” added Spc.
Patrick Wright, ammuni-
tions specialist.
Issuing rounds is
less complicated. Ord-
nance soldiersmake an
appointment with the
unit needing ammo, take
the live rounds out of
the original package
and issue it to the sol-
dier.
Oncetheroundsare
no longer needed, they
areturned back intothe
ammunition supply
point. The ASP deals
with hundreds of vari-

etiesof ammunition, and
has an effective way of
separating and catego-
rizing their supply.

“Thefirst separation
is done by the Depart-
ment of Defense | denti-
fication Code, which is
an al phanumeric code,”
Miller said. “For ex-
ample, the DODIC for
the M-16 rounds is
A059.”

Next to safety, ac-
countability isat thetop
of thelist of importance.
Like rounds are placed
together, then sepa-
rated by lot. Theammu-
nition is then laid out
and manually counted.

“We need to keep
an accurate count of
ammo sowecan provide
the war-fighters with
the ammunition they
need,” Miller said.

During the round
layout, the ordnance
soldiers look for dents,
rust and other defects
that may have been
caused by daily wear-
and-tear.

The ammunition
must al so be cleaned for
safety purposes. The
soldiers use a steel
brush and clean the am-
munitionindividually or
onabdlt. Fromthere, the
rounds are categorized
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by their condition. The
condition code sepa-
rates safe ammo from
ammo that is no longer
serviceableor safetore-
issue to the war-fight-
ers.

“If (the rounds are)
damaged, we make sure
it doesn’t go back out
becauseit’stoo danger-
ous,” Wright said. “We
have to make sure of it
ourselves.”

Unsafe ammunition
is disposed of by burn-
ing or exploding it. This
ensures only safe
rounds and ammunition
are refused to the sol-
diers.

Safeammunitionis
then repacked and
placed in a holding
area.

“We repackage
(theammortoits) origi-
nal configuration and
mark all the boxes. We
try to make everything
look brand new again
to make it safe for is-
sue and reuse,” Miller
said.

“It makes me feel
good to know that | may
have caught something
that was previously
overlooked, helping to
maketheroundssafefor
our soldiers,” Wright
added.
