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ltalians help Americans on ‘Black Friday’

FORWARD OPERATING BASE
SALERNO, Afghanistan — The medical
evacuation order was received in the after-
noon of April 25. Six American
servicememebers and one Afghan werein-
jured in an ambush near Shkin —two of the
casualties’ injuries proved to befatal.

Immediately after receiving the order, the
personnel of the Forward Surgica Team read-
ied themselves for theincoming casualties.
Oncethe casualtiswere assessed, it wasdis-
covered that the hospital didn’t have enough
blood.

Word spread throughout the camp like
wildfire, and within minutes, there was ap-
proximately 50 Italian soldiersready to give
blood to help the wounded American, who
had been shot in the leg, said Sgt. 1% Class
Philip Brewton, 946" FST, Mobile, Ala. The

PdegtinianAuthority Foreign Minister Nabil
Shaath told CNIN that Abbaswill urge Sharonto
publicly accept the so-caled road map, which
Israel has not yet done, “and to start together to
implement this road map — each of usimple-
menting his share of these obligations and re-
sponsihilities”

The meeting between the two prime minis-
ters is planned to take place before Sharon's
planned trip to Washington, which is expected
on May 20. Also on Sunday, the lsradli Defense
Minigtry saiditwill give 25,000 Pdegtiniansper-
missontoworkinlsrad andisrdeasing 180 pris-
oners as steps toward building trust with the
Pdedinians. Israd aso announced that it will
open borders for the movement of goods from
the Palestinianterritoriesinto neighboring coun-
tries, including Egypt and Jordan.

The prisoners affected were taken into cus-
tody on nonviolent offenses—most for beingin
Israd illegdly, anlsradi officid sad. Sixty-three

prisonerswere released Sunday and therest are
scheduled for rlease Monday, the official said.

Bremer, a counterterrorism expert, was o
pointed presdentid envoy by Presdent Bush
on Tueday. In addition, Barbara Bodine, U.S.

will leave her podtion Sunday after just three
weeksonthejob, asenior U.S. officid said.

Bodine whoeffectively wastheinterimmayor
of Baghdad, will take ajob at the State Depart-
ment in Washington, and the move was not un-
expected, theofficid sad.
