The time on ‘Apparition Hill" al-
lowed Clobridge to look at his actions and
helped him develop some goals. “I have a
better attitude ... it lightened my load.”

The site attracts 600,000 visitors a year.

The trip aso alowed many of the sol-
diers to receive appreciation from American
tourists who stopped them in the street to
thank them and take their photographs.

“How would we know that out of all
weekends there would be so many Ameri-
cans there?’ said Mgj. Charles De Rivera,
officer-in-charge, 1986th Combat Stress
Control Detachment.

“The trip to Medjugorie reinforced the
Stabilization Force message of peace be-
causeitisaplaceof peace,” said Capt. Kieran
Morris, legal advisor, Joint Military Affairs,
25th1D (L).

“The visit invigorated the vaues of all
the soldiers here,” he said. Morris said he
only hopes these values could be given to
all of the people of Bosniaand Herzegovina.

“This place will not see a lasting peace
through the barrel of a gun,” Morris said,
“but through a conversion of the hearts and
minds of the people here.”

Dayslater, thelieuten-
ant who took the radio
call, learns that a family
fromthevillageisclaiming
to have been robbed of
their money during the
raid. When the two lieu-
tenants discuss it, the one
who took the money prom-
ises to share the captured
money if the other remains
silent.

The question posed to
the officers by the U.S.
cadre was, “what do you
do?’

After an interpreter
read the scenario to the
group, Battalion Com-
mander Lt. Col. Kevin
McDonnell caled up the
two most junior officersin
theroom to come and dis-
cussthe scenario and how
they would react.

In turn, each said he
would feel gratitudeto the
officer who saved hislife,
but would still haveto no-
tify the commander of the
wrongly confiscated
funds.

McDonnell congratu-
lated the men on their
choices.

“These two men
should be proud of them-
selves for seeing the right
solution, and each officer
inthisroom should also be
proud of these men,” he
said.
