DOD awards radio system contract

Dow hits lowest
level in nearly
four years
NEW YORK — The

Dow Jones industrial

average sank to its low-

est level in nearly four

years Friday in a sell off

that only further high-

lighted the drastic loss

of confidence in the

stock markets in the

United States. It was the

seventh-biggest point

drop ever for the world’s

most widely watched

stock average. Mixed

earnings results from

See BRIEFS, Page 3

WASHINGTON —
The Department of De-
fense awarded Boeing an
$856.5 million contract last
month for development
and production of the
Cluster 1 Joint Tactical
Radio System.

JTRS will improve ra-
dio communications and
interoperability between
branches of the military,
according to officials of
the Army’s Program Ex-
ecutive Office for Com-
mand, Control and Com-
munications-Tactical.

Earmarked as the first
of a series of JTRS radios,
the Cluster 1 radio is be-
ing developed for use by
U. S. Army ground ve-
hicles and aviation assets,
the U.S. Air Force’s Tacti-
cal Air Control Party, and
vehicles for the United

States Marine Corps.
Other Clusters will fol-

low using the JTRS tech-
nology and will be compat-
ible with the U. S. Army-
led Cluster 1 initiative, of-
ficials said. Those follow-
on JTRS Cluster radios will
be fielded to the Navy, dis-
mounted forces, and to the
United States Air Force.

“This is a very signifi-
cant step forward for net-
work-centric warfare,”
said Col. John Grobmeier,
the Army program man-
ager for Tactical Radio
Communications Sys-
tems.

“Currently we have
over 750,000 radios in the
DOD inventory. Many of
those radios are very
good but unfortunately,
most of them do not talk
directly to one another.
That makes joint and coa-
lition warfare a real chal-
lenge and in the past the

workaround has been to
send liaison officers to ad-
jacent units, co-locating
radios and personnel,”
Grobmeier said.

“This was not very
effective, especially on
the modern battlefield
where information needs
to be shared nearly in-
s t a n t a n e o u s l y , ”
Grobmeier said. “Our
forces need to know
where their buddies are,
where the enemy is, and
how events on the battle-
field are unfolding.”

With the JTRS pro-
gram, Grobmeier said
troops will be able to talk
to each other using voice,
video and data, to include
teleconferencing.

JTRS will be able to link
older “legacy” radios to
communicate with the new
ones as well, Grobmeier
said.

The final product from

the JTRS Cluster 1 project,
being developed by the
Army, will be available
starting in 2006, officials
said.

The lead for Cluster
2, which focuses on
hand-held radios, is cur-
rently being headed by
the Special Operations
Command. The Navy will
develop Cluster 3 for mari-
time use and the Air
Force will develop Clus-
ter 4. When all the clus-
ters are completed, the
military services will ac-
quire the communication
devices and integrate
them into the various ve-
hicles and systems they
use, officials said.

“With this new sys-
tem, we can save the tax-
payers a lot of money,”
said Grobmeier. “This sys-
tem is smart for the mod-
ern war fighters, and it is
smart for America.”
