The water treatment plant that used to supply water to
the entire village of al-Khaseem, al-Qaim district, Anbar
province, was severely damaged during the liberation
operation of the city. As a result, the residents of the
village had to travel long distances to collect water at the
nearest water source every day. Today life is different for
people of al-Khaseem as the ‘Tawaklna Ala Allah’ water
treatment plant was recently rehabilitated and restored.

Restoring the water plant serves multiple purposes,
including improving quality of life, increasing agricultural
productivity, ensuring safe drinking water and most
importantly, creating a stable environment for people to
return.

Currently, the water plant serves the entire village of over
2,000 residents. Previously, it used to pump 50 cubic
meters of water. Today, it produces over 200 cubic
meters of water.

The water treatment plant was rehabilitated by the United
Nations Development Programme (UNDP)'s flagship
program, the Funding Facility for Stabilization, with
support from the United States Agency for International
Development (USAID).
