Housing on the installation is limited and extensive wait times can
be expected for some of our rank bands and entitlements. Accurate
documentation and providing all application paperwork is imperative
to proper eligibility screening by MHO; and then will ensure that our
privatized housing partner HB can properly place potential residents
on the applicable wait list. The most important factor is the effective date you leave your
last duty location; this date is what all on base applications are racked and stacked
against. Several factors can affect wait list placement and movement, such as Key and
Essential positions, remote credit, hardship, EFMP and medical accommodations. The
MHO can provide invaluable relocation assistance on all these requirements and assist
in proper application submission.
